The 50 Liter Home (50LH) Coalition is a global, action-orientated, multi-stakeholder platform
that brings together private and public organizations, policymakers, research organizations,
citiesand citizenstoaddresstwo of the world's most pressing global challenges: water security
and climate change.

The Coalition’s inception was inspired by Cape Town, South Africa’s response to a major
droughtandthe looming prospectof“Day-Zero,” the day thatthe city would be forcedtoturn
off water service to all of its citizens, in 2017-2018. Cape Town residents had to significantly
reduce their water use at home to only 50 liters per person per day. Other cities all over the
world arefacing asimilarthreatof“Day Zero” conditionsdue to severe water scarcity.

Spearheaded and co-chaired by Procter & Gamble and convened by the World Economic
Forum, the 2030 Water Resources Group and the World Business Council for Sustainable
Development, the 50L Home Coalition is led by a pioneering group of private sector, public
sector and civil society representatives, including: Electrolux, ENGIE, Grundfos, IKEA, Kohler,
P&G,and SUEZ,among others.

The 50L Home Coalition iscollaboratingto accelerate progress for the following United Nations
Sustainable Development Goals: 6 (clean water and sanitation), 12 (responsible consumption
and production)and13(climate action).

The Coalition's multi-stakeholder collaboration activitiesare focused on four main objectives:

. : Reshape urban citizens' relationship with water to inspire and enable daily
behavioral lifestyle changes.

. :Co-design solutionsto addresslack of access, water efficiency, recycling, and
reuseinthe homeandwithinthe widerurbanwatersystem.

. : Advance policy, regulatory and industry framework changes to transform
at-home use and water supply/treatment ecosystems.

. :Create a 50L model home concept and use learnings from pilots of such

homesinvariousurban locationstoinform a path to global scale.

The 50L Home was selected by the World Economic Forum asone of its Lighthouse Projects
in 2020. Lighthouse Projects exemplify the ways in which stakeholders are making concrete
progressto addressthe pressing societal, economic, environmental, technology, regionaland
industry challengesofourtime.
